We will be providing thousands of eco-friendly toilets 
to villages and other locations throughout the Ganga River Basin.
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Taps.
Access to clean and safe drinking 
water is a basic human right. Yet, every 
year in India alone, 400,000 children 
die, and many more are sickened, by 
water-borne diseases such as typhoid, 
dysentery and cholera. Adding 
to the problem are contaminated 
and shrinking ground water tables 
alongside untamed pollution in the 
Ganga. GAP works to provide taps 
to the rural poor, as well as water

Trash.
